Miami’s nine games played outside of Florida in 2017 will have the team travel 
a total of 27,520 miles (round trip) away from home. It is be the most miles 
traveled by the Dolphins in a single regular season in franchise history. 
The 27,520 road-game miles is the most of any NFL team located outside 
of the Pacific time zone in 2017 and the fourth-most in the NFL, behind the 
Los Angeles Rams, Oakland Raiders and Arizona Cardinals.

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DOLPHINS CONTINUAN SU VIAJE HACIA NUEVA YORK
Los Dolphins continuarán su viaje de tres semanas en Semana 3 con un viaje 
a Nueva York. Los Dolphins ganaron ambos enfrentamientos con los Jets 
el año pasado, ganando 27-23 en Miami y de nuevo 34-13 en Nueva York. 
Esta es la segunda de tres viajes de los Dolphins para abrir la temporada 
ya que jugaron en Los Ángeles en la Semana 2 y jugarán en Londres en 
Semana 4 antes de finalmente jugar so abridor en casa el 8 de octubre 
contra Tennessee. Los Dolphins viajarán 16,970 millas de ida y vuelta (millas 
por terreno hasta los estadios en Los Ángeles y Nueva York, millas por aire 
hasta Wembley Stadium en Londres). Esas 16,790 millas antes del primer 
juego en Hard Rock Stadium son más que 14 equipos viajarán durante la 
temporada entera.

DIECISÉIS EN SEGUIDA
Con el partido de Semana 1 contra Tampa Bay movido al 19 de septiembre 
de 2017, Miami jugará 16 semanas en seguida por la primera vez desde 
1992, cuando una situación similar ocurrió. Los Dolphins tuvieron que 
mover su abridor contra New England a la semana libre debido al Huracán 
Andrew en 1992. Miami Le ganó a los Patriots el 18 de octubre de 1992 y 
siguieron a ganar 11 juegos, ganar el AFC Este y llegar hasta el Campeonato 
del AFC ese año.

THE DOLPHINS HAN GANADO 10 DE SUS ÚLTIMOS 12
Miami ha ganado 10 de sus últimos 12 juegos de temporada regular, 
remontándose a Semana 6 de la temporada de 2016, y lo han sido con tres 
quarterbacks titulares diferentes – Ryan Tannehill, Matt Moore y Jay Cutler. 
La última vez que Miami ganó 10 de 12 enfrentamientos de temporada 
regular fue durante las temporadas de 1992-93 cuando los Dolphins 
ganaron 12 de 14 juegos desde el 14 de diciembre de 1992 hasta el 25 de 
noviembre de 1993.

JAY-TRAIN LLEGA A CIEN EN JUEGO 1
RB Jay Ajayi comenzó su campaña de 2017 con un juego de 100 yardas, 
sumando 122 yardas de carrera en la victoria la Semana 1 contra los L.A. 
Chargers. El desempeño rompió la racha de los Chargers de 17 juegos 
en seguida en que no permitieron un corredor de 100 yardas, cual fue 
la racha actual más larga en el NFL. Antes de Ajayi, la última vez que los 
Chargers permitieron un corredor de 100 yardas fue el 3 de enero de 2016 
cuando el corredor de los Broncos Ronnie Hillman corrió para 117 yardas. El 
desempeño también fue las sextas más yardas de carrera en un abridor en 
la historia de los Dolphins. Fue el quinto juego de 100 yardas en la carrera 
de Ajayi después de teniendo cuatro durante 2016, empatado para sexto 
en el NFL.

LOS ÚLTIMOS 12 JUEGOS DE AJAYI
Una gran razón para el éxito de Miami en ganando 10 de los último 12 
partidos de temporada regular es la aparición de RB Jay Ajayi. El corredor 
he acumulado 257 carreras para 1,277 yardas (5.0 promedio) y seis 
touchdowns durante los último 12 juegos y he tenido cinco juegos de 100 
yardas, incluyendo tres en que corrió para 200 yardas o más.

Desde Semana 6 de la temporada de 2016, Ajayi lidera el NFL en yardas de 
carrera (1,277) y carreras de 10 yardas o más (39). ES tercero en carreras para 
primer downs (60) y séptimo en yardas por carrera (5.0).

Ajayi tuvo éxito contra algunas de las mejores defensas en la liga. Siete de 
los finales 11 juegos de Miami en 2016 fueron contra equipos clasificados 
como uno de los mejores 15 en defensa contra la carrera en el NFL (New 
England No. 3t; Baltimore No. 5; Arizona No. 9; San Diego No. 10; N.Y. Jets 
No. 11 [dos veces]; and Pittsburgh No. 13).

CUTLER GANA SU DEBUT CON LOS DOLPHINS
QB Jay Cutler completó 24-de-33 tiros (72.7 pct.) para 230 yardas, un 
touchdown y cero intercepciones en su primer juego con los Dolphins. 
Cutler tuvo un quarterback rating de 101.8, la 40ª vez que ha logrado uno 
de 100 o más en su carrera. Durante los ocho años de Cutler con los Bears 
(2009-16), estableció la marca mejor en todas las categorías mayores de 
tiro, incluyendo quarterback rating. 

LANDRY SIGUE ATRAPANDO TIROS
WR Jarvis Landry abrió la temporada con 13 atrapadas para 78 yardas (6.0 
promedio) en una victoria contra los L.A. Chargers. Fue empatado para las 
segundas más atrapadas en un solo juego en la historia del equipo.

LA DEFENSA DE LOS DOLPHINS SIGUE SIENDO 
EXITOSO EN TERCER DOWN
La defensa de los Dolphins está diseñado a ser una de ataque que prospera 
en jugadas críticas, y tuvieron un bien comienzo en el abridor contra los 
L.A. Chargers. La defensa de Miami mantuvo los Chargers a 2-de-8 (25.0 
pct.) en tercer downs, bueno para la marca cuarta mejor en la liga este año. 
Miami también termino cuarto en el NFL en porcentaje de conversiones de 
tercer downs, aguantando la oposición a una tasa de conversión de 36.2 
por ciento en tercer downs. Esa tasa era más de tres puntos mejor que el 
promedio de la liga de 39.7.

HAYES ENTRE LAS NUEVAS ADICIONES A LOS 
DOLPHINS
Ala defensiva William Hayes fue adquirido por los Dolphins en un cambio 
con los Rams de Los Ángeles el 10 de marzo de 2017. Trae una reputación 
como una fuerza en la esquina contra la carrera y es uno de los lineros 
defensivos más veterano en el NFL. También anotó un sack en el abridor 
contra los L.A. Chargers.

Hayes es entre los mejores 25 jugadores actuales en varias categorías. Se 
clasifica No. 7 en stuffs (45.5), No. 15 en tacleadas (315), No. 16 in partidos 
jugado (125) y No. 22 in sacks (35.5).

LA DEFENSA AGUANTA LOS CHARGERS A 17 PUNTOS
Al fin del día, la función de una defensa es prohibiendo la oposición de 
anotando puntos y los Dolphins fueron bastante exitosos en esa conquista 
contra los L.A. Chargers, permitiendo solo 17 puntos. El promedio de 17.0 
puntos permitido de los Dolphins es la marca octava mejor en el NFL. Fue 
el quinto año en seguida en que los Dolphins permitieron 21 puntos o 
menos en el abridor.

GRAN DÍA DE PARKEY EN SU DEBUT
Miami adquirió K Cody Parkey el 3 de septiembre para asumir la posición 
de pateador y Parkey tuvo mucho éxito en su primer juego para el equipo 
de su ciudad natal. Parkey fue un perfecto 4-por-4 (100.0 pct.) en goles de 
campo, incluyendo uno de 54 yardas con 1:05 restante para ganarles a los 
L.A. Chargers, 19-17. Fue el gol de campo ganador más largo en los 52 
años de los Dolphins. Parkey también estableció el récord de más goles 
de campos convertidos en el primer juego de un jugador con un nuevo 
equipo. Es el primer pateador de los Dolphins para convertir cuatro goles 
de campo en un juego desde que Caleb Sturgis convirtió cuatro el 7 de 
septiembre de 2014 contra New England. Fue la 25º vez en la historia de 
los Dolphins que un pateador era perfecto en un juego con cuatro o más 
goles de campo.

PRÓXIMO: LONDRES CONTRA LOS SAINTS
Los Dolphins viajarán a London la semana que viene para la cuarta vez en 
la historia del equipo. Miami también jugo en Londres en 2007 (pérdida 
contra los N.Y. Giants). 2014 (victoria contra Oakland), y 2015 (pérdida 
contra los N.Y. Jets). Es la primera vez que Miami se enfrenta con New 
Orleans desde una pérdida el 30 de septiembre de 2013 en Mercedes-Benz 
SuperDome pero los Dolphins son 6-5 en historia contra los Saints.

DOLPHINS EN ESPAÑOL
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DOLPHINS CONTINUE THEIR ROAD TRIP TO NEW YORK
The Dolphins will continue with the second of three weeks away from 
Hard Rock Stadium in Week 3 with a trip to battle the Jets. The Dolphins 
swept both meetings with the Jets last year, winning 27-23 in Miami and 
again 34-13 in New York. This is the second of three straight trips for 
the Dolphins to open the season as they played Week 2 in Los Angeles 
and will play Week 4 in London before playing their first home game at 
Hard Rock Stadium on Oct. 8 vs. Tennessee. The three trips will see the 
Dolphins travel 16,790 total miles roundtrip (ground miles to stadiums 
in Los Angeles and New York, air miles to Wembley Stadium in London). 
Those 16,790 total miles before a game at Hard Rock Stadium are more 
than 14 NFL teams will travel the entire season.

SIXTEEN STRAIGHT
With the Dolphins' Week 1 game against Tampa Bay being moved to Nov. 
19 due to Hurricane Irma, Miami is playing 16 straight weeks for the first 
time since 1992, when a similar situation occurred. Hurricane Andrew forced 
the Dolphins to move their season opener vs. New England to the bye week. 
Miami beat the Patriots on Oct. 18, 1992 and went on to win 11 games, the 
AFC East title and reach the AFC Championship game that season.

THE DOLPHINS HAVE WON 10 OF THEIR LAST 12
Miami has won 10 of its last 12 regular season games, dating back to 
Week 6 of the 2016 season, and have done so with three different starting 
quarterbacks - Ryan Tannehill, Matt Moore and Jay Cutler. The last time 
Miami won 10 of 12 regular season games was during the 1992-93 seasons 
when the Dolphins won 12 of 14 games from Dec. 14, 1992 to Nov. 25, 1993.

DOLPHINS CONTINUE LAST YEAR'S SUCCESS IN 2017 
SEASON
In Adam Gase's first year as head coach, the Dolphins won 10 games and 
advanced to the playoffs for the first time since 2008. This year, the team 
is looking to reach the playoffs for the second consecutive year and 
currently sits atop the AFC East standings. The last time the Dolphins had 
two straight postseason appearances was from 1997-2001, when the 
team earned playoff berths in five straight seasons.

HALFTIME ADJUSTMENTS
Head Coach Adam Gase and the Miami Dolphins outscored the L.A. 
Chargers by nine points in the second half of their season-opening win, 
continuing a trend from 2016 where the Dolphins played their best football 
late in games. After halftime, the Dolphins outscored their opponents 
221-175 in 2016. The 46-point margin was eighth-best in the NFL. Miami's 
9-point advantage in 2017 is also eighth-best in the league.

JAY-TRAIN HITS THE CENTURY MARK IN GAME 1
RB Jay Ajayi kicked off his 2017 
campaign with a 100-yard game, totaling 
122 rushing yards in the Week 1 win at 
the L.A. Chargers. The performance 
snapped a streak of 17 straight games 
the Chargers did not allow a 100-yard 
rusher, which was the longest current 
streak in the NFL. Prior to Ajayi, the last 
time the Chargers allowed a 100-yard 
rusher was on Jan. 3, 2016 when Broncos 
RB Ronnie Hillman rushed for 117 yards. 
The performance was also the sixth-most 
in a season opener in Dolphins history. It 
was the fifth 100-yard game of Ajayi's 
career after he had four of them in 2016, 
which was tied for sixth in the NFL.

AJAYI'S LAST 12 GAMES
A big reason for Miami's success in winning 10 of its last 12 regular season 
games has been the emergence of RB Jay Ajayi. The back has totaled 257 
carries for 1,277 yards (5.0 avg.) and six touchdowns during the last 12 
games and has five 100-yard games, including three 200-yard contests. 

Since Week 6 of the 2016 season, Ajayi leads the NFL in rushing yards 
(1,277) and 10-plus yard runs (39). He is third in first down carries (60) and 
seventh in yards per carry (5.0).

Ajayi performed against some of the best run defenses in the league. Seven 
of Miami's final 11 regular season games of 2016 came against teams 
ranked among the top 15 rush defenses in the NFL (New England No. 3t; 
Baltimore No. 5; Arizona No. 9; San Diego No. 10; N.Y. Jets No. 11 [twice]; 
and Pittsburgh No. 13) and the team's Week 2 opponent, the L.A. Chargers, 
finishing No. 10 in the NFL at stopping the run last year. 

AJAYI'S 2016 SEASON AMONG DOLPHINS BEST
RB Jay Ajayi completed one of the best seasons by a running back in 
Dolphins history in 2016. He finished the year with 1,272 rushing yards, 
the third-most in team history and most since RB Ricky Williams rushed 
for 1,372 yards in 2003. Ajayi became just the fourth NFL running back 
since 2014 to rush for at least 1,250 yards in his first or second NFL 
season, joining Dallas' Ezekiel Elliott (2016), Chicago's Jordan Howard 
(2016) and Pittsburgh's Le'Veon Bell (2014). Here is a look at how Ajayi's 
season ranked in Dolphins history:

THE 200-YARD MAN
RB Jay Ajayi joined O.J. Simpson (1973 and 1976), Earl Campbell (1980) 
and Ricky Williams (2002) as the only players in NFL history to rush for 
200-plus yards in consecutive games, when he did so in Weeks 6 and 7.

He became one of just four NFL players to ever rush for 200 yards 
at least three times in the same season. The others to do so are Earl 
Campbell (1980, four times), O.J. Simpson (1973, three times) and Tiki 
Barber (2005, three times).

Ajayi rushed for 420 yards in two games against Buffalo in 2016, the fourth-
highest rushing total against one team in a single season, trailing Jamal 
Lewis (500 vs. Cleveland in 2003), O.J. Simpson (469 vs. New England in 
1973) and LaDainian Tomlinson (430 vs. Oakland in 2003).

LANDRY KEEPS CATCHING PASSES
WR Jarvis Landry opened the season with 13 receptions for 78 yards (6.0 
avg.) in a winning effort at the L.A. Chargers. Only three players in NFL 
history have caught more passes in a season opening game than Landry 
did last week. It was tied for the second-most receptions in a single game 
in team history:

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'JUICE' ON THIRD DOWN
WR Jarvis Landry is tied for the NFL lead with six receptions on third 
down, despite playing just one game. In 2016, Landry was tied for 
seventh in the league with 26 third-down receptions. The reliable target 
had 335 yards on third downs, the ninth-best mark in the NFL that season.

LANDRY's 2016 CAMPAIGN
WR Jarvis Landry finished the 2016 season with 1,136 receiving yards, good 
for the eighth-most in single-season team history. Landry became the 
first Dolphins wide receiver to top 1,000 yards in back-to-back seasons 
since Brian Hartline did in 2012 and 2013 and was the sixth Dolphins 
wide out to ever post consecutive 1,000-yard seasons (Mark Clayton, 
Mark Duper, Irving Fryar, Brian Hartline and Brandon Marshall). He totalled 
1,157 receiving yards last year.

CUTLER WINS HIS DOLPHINS DEBUT
QB Jay Cutler had a successful debut in Miami’s season opening 19-17 
win against the San Diego Chargers. In the game, he posted a completion 
percentage of 72.7 (24-of-33 attempts) and a quarterback rating of 101.8. 
His completion percentage is the highest by a quarterback making his 
first start as a member of the Dolphins, ahead of the 71.4 completion 
percentage of Damon Huard in 1999. Additionally, Cutler became the 
seventh quarterback to post a passer rating of 100 or more in his first 
start with the Dolphins. The others who accomplished the feat were Don 
Strock (133.7 in 1975), Dan Marino (108.7 in 1983), Scott Mitchell (113.9 in 
1993), Steve DeBerg (115.0 in 1993), Bernie Kosar (100.1 in 1995), and Brian 
Griese (121.6 in 2003).

OFFENSIVE LINE KEEPING QUARTERBACKS UPRIGHT
The Dolphins offensive line has protected three different quarterbacks - Jay 
Cutler, Matt Moore and Ryan Tannehill - since Week 6 of the 2016 season, 
helping the team win 10 of its past 12 regular season games. During that 
span, the team has allowed just 15 sacks, which is tied for the NFL lead.

THOMAS CATCHES TOUCHDOWNS
A new addition to the Dolphins offensive attack this season is TE Julius 
Thomas, who the Dolphins acquired in a trade with Jacksonville on March 
9, 2017. Thomas brings the team a big red zone threat, as the tight end has 
caught 33 touchdowns since he became an NFL starter in 2013 for Denver. 
His 33 touchdowns since 2013 are second-most among all NFL tight 
ends:

BIG PLAY DOLPHINS
The big play and going down field are a big part of the Dolphins offense 
and QB Jay Cutler's game. In Cutler's first game as a Dolphin, he hit on two 
31-yard passes to WR DeVante Parker and a 29-yard touchdown pass to 
WR Kenny Stills. The Dolphins also went down field a lot in the preseason. 
Miami hit on four passing plays of 50-plus yards during the exhibition 
schedule - a 99-yard score by WR Damore'ea Stringfellow, a 72-yard play 
by WR DeVante Parker, a 69-yard score by WR Jakeem Grant and a 65-
yard touchdown from Grant. In 2016, the Dolphins completed a 50-plus 
yard pass in nine of its 16 games and QB Ryan Tannehill tied for the NFL 
lead with seven games with a 50-plus yard completion.

THE DOLPHINS WERE EFFICIENT LAST YEAR
The Dolphins were second in the AFC in yards per play in 2016, 
averaging 5.84 yards per snap. They gained 5,324 yards on 912 plays and 
ranked No. 7 in the NFL in the statistic. Miami was also No. 2 in the AFC 
in yards per play on first down, averaging 5.73 yards per first-down snap. 
Against the L.A. Chargers last week, Miami averaged 4.9 yards per play. 

DEVANTE DOWN THE FIELD
WR DeVante Parker has made several highlight-reel catches this training 
camp and during preseason games and it translated into the regular season 
last week at the L.A. Chargers. Parker reeled in two catches of high difficulty 
for 31 yards each. His 21.3 yards per reception this season are fourth in 
the NFL:

BOOMER SOONER
WR Kenny Stills continues catching touchdowns, 
hauling in a 29-yard score in the season opener 
at the L.A. Chargers. Stills caught a career-high 
nine touchdowns in 2016, which tied for sixth in 
the NFL. Three of his touchdowns were on plays 
of 50 yards or greater. According to NFL Network, 
Stills was the first Dolphins player to have three 
touchdown catches of 50-plus yards in the same 
season since WR Mark Duper did in 1986.

WR Kenny Stills has made a living making the big 
play.

AN INCREDIBLE COMEBACK: CAMERON WAKE
During the 2016 season, DE Cameron Wake had one of the most 
impressive comebacks in the NFL. Coming off an Achilles injury in 2015 
and at 34 years young, Wake was dominant.

In 2016, Wake was third in the AFC and tied for sixth in the NFL with 
11.5 sacks. Since Wake was re-inserted as a starter for the Dolphins in 
Week 6 last year, he is tied for third in the NFL with 10.5 sacks and has 
helped Miami win 10 of its last 12 regular season games.

Wake was tied for second in the AFC and tied for third in the NFL with five 
forced fumbles in 2016. He has nine forced fumbles since 2015, tied for 
the most in the NFL during that span, despite playing just seven games 
in 2015.

Since joining the Dolphins in 2009, Wake has compiled four double-digit 
sack campaigns, seven straight seasons of seven-plus sacks and is second 
in team history in all-time career sacks, behind Hall of Famer Jason Taylor.

Wake's 11.5 sacks in 2016 mark the fourth season in his career that he has 
reached double-digit sacks. He is one of three NFL players in the past 
decade to have 10-plus sacks at age 34 or older, joining DE/LB Julius 
Peppers (2015) and DE John Abraham (2012-13).

With his first career interception and a forced fumble in last year's Week 15 
win at the N.Y. Jets, Wake became the first Dolphins defensive lineman 
since DE Jason Taylor in 2006 to have an interception and forced 
fumble in the same game.

SACKS BY SUH
DT Ndamukong Suh is second among all NFL defensive tackles in sacks 
since he entered the league in 2010. With five sacks in 2016, Suh was tied 
for 10th in the NFL in sacks by a defensive tackle.

STUFFS BY SUH
Not only is DT Ndamukong Suh a great interior pass rusher, but the 
Nebraska product also disrupts rushing plays behind the line of scrimmage. 
Since he entered the NFL as a first-round pick in 2010, Suh leads all interior 
defensive linemen with 49.5 stuffs. A stuff is defined as any tackle of a ball 
carrier behind the line of scrimmage during a rushing attempt.

DT Ndamukong Suh topped 350 career 
tackles during the 2016 season. Since he 
entered the NFL in 2010, Suh leads all 
defensive tackles with 375 total tackles 
and his total is third among all defensive 
linemen.

Suh set a new career high and was third 
among all interior defensive linemen in 
total tackles in 2016 with 72 (41 solo). 
He finished among the top five in total 
tackles by an NFL interior defensive 
linemen for the third consecutive season.

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DEFENSE NOTES
DOLPHINS DEFENSE CONTINUES TO SHINE ON THIRD 
DOWN
The Dolphins defense is designed to be an attacking-style front that thrives 
on critical plays and they got off to a good start in the season opener at 
the L.A. Chargers. Miami's defense held the Chargers to 2-for-8 (25.0 
pct.) on third down, tying the Dolphins for fourth in the league in the 
statistic through Week 2. Miami also finished fourth in the NFL last year 
in third-down conversion percentage, holding the opposition to just a 
36.2 percent success rate on third downs. Their rate was more than three 
percentage points better than the league average of 39.7. 

AN OPPORTUNISTIC DEFENSE
The Dolphins had a streak of seven straight games with a takeaway last 
season from Week 9 to Week 15. It was the team's longest takeaway 
streak in a single season since 2013, when they forced a turnover in each 
of the team's first 15 games.

During the seven-game streak, the Dolphins forced 19 turnovers. It was the 
most turnovers in a seven-game span for the Dolphins since they forced 
19 in seven games from Nov. 7 to Dec. 26, 2004.

MAXWELL AMONG LEAGUE 
LEADERS LAST YEAR
CB Byron Maxwell put up one of the 
best statistical seasons by a cornerback 
in the NFL in 2016. He totaled 53 tackles 
(43 solo), two interceptions, four forced 
fumbles and 15 passes defensed despite 
only playing 13 games.

His 15 passes defensed were a career 
high and tied for 13th in the NFL. They 
are the most by a Dolphins player since 
2008 (CB Andre Goodman).

The four forced fumbles were also a career 
high, tied for seventh in the NFL and the 
most by a Dolphins defensive back in 
franchise history. He had more forced 
fumbles than any other cornerback 
in the NFL and the most by an NFL 
cornerback since Charles Tillman had 10 
in 2012.

DEFENSE STOUT VERSUS CHARGERS RUSHING ATTACK
The Dolphins defense opened the 2017 campaign against the L.A. Chargers 
with an emphasis on stopping the run and they did just that, holding the 
Chargers to 44 net rushing yards in the winning effort. The 44 rushing 
yards allowed were the fewest by a Dolphins defense since Sept. 30, 
2012, when they allowed just 28 at Arizona. It was the second-fewest 
rushing yards by the Chargers in their past 14 games.

DEFENSE HOLDS CHARGERS TO 17 POINTS
At the end of the day, a defense's primary goal is to keep the opponent 
from scoring and the Dolphins were fairly successful doing just that in the 
season opener at the L.A. Chargers. Miami limited them to just 17 points. 
The Dolphins' 17.0 points allowed per game average is ninth in the 
NFL. It was the fifth straight year Miami has held the opponent to less than 
21 points in the first game of the season. 

HAYES AMONG NEW DOLPHINS 
ADDITIONS
DE William Hayes was acquired by the Dolphins 
in a trade with the Los Angeles Rams on March 
10, 2017. The defensive end brings a reputation 
of setting the edge against the run and is one 
of the most experienced defensive linemen in 
the NFL. He also recorded a sack in the season 
opener at the L.A. Chargers.

Hayes is among the NFL's top 25 active 
defensive linemen career leaders in several 
categories. He ranks No. 7 in stuffs (45.5), No. 
15 in tackles (315), No. 16 in games played 
(125) and No. 22 in sacks (35.5).

HULL SHINES IN NEW STARTING ROLE
LB Mike Hull was thrust into a starting role early in the preseason after 
second-round pick LB Raekwon McMillan suffered a season-ending injury. 
The 2015 undrafted college free agent from Penn State entered 2017 with 
just 19 games played and one start but led the team with 10 tackles 
(seven solo) in the season opener at the L.A. Chargers. Hull was third in 
the NFL with 18 special teams tackles in 2016.

ALONSO AMONG AFC'S LEADING TACKLERS IN 2016
LB Kiko Alonso began the 2017 season right where he left off from the 2016 
campaign as the second-year Dolphin totalled seven tackles (four solo) in 
the season opener at the L.A. Chargers. In his first year with the Dolphins, 
Alonso was ninth in the AFC and led the team with 115 tackles.

PARKEY'S RECORD-SETTING DEBUT
Miami signed K Cody Parkey on Sept. 3 to take over placekicking duties 
and he made his presence felt in his first appearance for his favorite 
childhood team. Parkey was a perfect 4-for-4 (100.0 pct.) in field goal 
attempts, including a 54-yard game-winner with 1:05 remaining to beat the 
L.A. Chargers, 19-17. It was the longest game-winning field goal in the 
Dolphins' 52-year history. Parkey also set a franchise record for the 
most field goals made in a player's first game with the team. He's the 
first Dolphins kicker to make four field goals in a game since Caleb Sturgis 
did on Sept. 7, 2014 vs. New England. It was the 25th game in Dolphins 
history that a kicker was perfect on at least four field goal attempts.

PARKEY FROM LONG RANGE
K Cody Parkey has a track record for being accurate on long kicks. He is 
5-for-5 all-time when kicking 50-plus yard field goals and is the only NFL 
kicker to be perfect on 50-plus yard kicks since 2014, the year he entered 
the league (min: 6 att.).

THOMAS LED NFL ON SPECIAL 
TEAMS
S Michael Thomas picked up right where he left 
off last year on special teams. Thomas led the 
Dolphins with two special teams tackles in the 
season opener at the L.A. Chargers. He finished 
the 2016 season tied for the NFL lead with 
19 special teams tackles. Thomas is tied for 
the NFL lead with 45 special teams tackles 
since 2014, his first full season in the league. In 
2015, Thomas was named a first-team All Pro on 
special teams by Pro Football Focus.

LB Mike Hull was third in the NFL with 18 
special teams tackles in 2016.

AIKENS' BIG PLAYS 
S Walt Aikens made game-changing plays in consecutive weeks during the 
2016 season to help the Dolphins defeat Arizona in Week 14 and the N.Y. 
Jets in Week 15. In the fourth quarter vs. Arizona, Aikens returned a blocked 
PAT all the way to the end zone for a 2-point defensive conversion.

In the Week 15 win at the N.Y. Jets, Aikens blocked a punt early in the third 
quarter and returned it 11 yards for a touchdown to give the Dolphins a 
two-score lead that they would not relinquish. It was Miami's first blocked 
punt return for a touchdown since 2012.

KENYAN'S KICKOFF RETURNS
Including the 2016 playoffs, RB Kenyan Drake tied the franchise record 
with three kickoff returns of at least 50 yards (96t, 78, 58) in 2016. S 
Brock Marion (1999) and RB Marcus Thigpen (2012) also had three kickoff 
returns of at least 50 yards in the same season.

Drake returned a kickoff for a 96-yard touchdown to win the game in 
Week 9 vs. the N.Y. Jets, had a 78-yard kickoff return in Week 12 vs. San 
Francisco and posted a 58-yard kickoff return in the AFC Wild Card game 
at Pittsburgh.

TOP 10 UNITS
The Dolphins had several top 10 special teams units in 2016. On Dolphins 
kickoffs, opponents averaged starting field possession at the 24.4-
yard line, the 10th-best mark in the league. On opposing kickoffs, the 
Dolphins started, on average, at the 25.3-yard line, the eighth-best 
mark. When opponents punted to the Dolphins, they averaged just 37.4 
net yards per punt, which placed the Dolphins third in the league.

MIGHTY MOUSE
WR Jakeem Grant scored his first NFL touchdown in Week 5 of his 
rookie season (2016), when he took a punt return 74 yards to tie the 
game in the second quarter vs. Tennessee. It was the seventh-longest 
punt return in team history and the fourth-longest punt return by a 
rookie. He was one of just three AFC players (Houston WR Will Fuller and 
Kansas City WR Tyreek Hill) to return a punt for a touchdown in 2016. 

THE DENNEY STREAK
LS John Denney enters his 13th NFL regular season this year at 38 years 
old. Denney has been Miami's long snapper for every game dating back 
to 2005 - a consecutive games streak that spans 193 regular season 
contests. That streak is the longest in Dolphins history and is fifth-longest 
among all active NFL players.

Denney is also fourth in team history with 193 games played. He is just 
three games behind G Bob Kuechenberg (196) and trails Hall of Fame DE/
LB Jason Taylor by 11 games played (204).

Quarterback Matt Moore’s first start in almost five years was one to 
remember. 

Moore, starting for the first time since the 2011 season finale because of 
Ryan Tannehill’s knee injury, threw a career-high four touchdown passes to 
lead the Dolphins to a 34-13 victory against the New York Jets at MetLife 
Stadium. 

The victory, the Dolphins’ eighth in their past nine games, moved their 
record to 9-5 and in temporary possession of the second wild-card position 
for the AFC playoffs. The victory clinched the Dolphins’ first winning record 
since 2008 when they won the AFC East title with an 11-5 record. 

The Dolphins led 13-10 at halftime thanks to Moore’s first two touchdown 
passes before they put the game away with three touchdowns in a span of 
4:04 on the third quarter. 

The first touchdown came when Walt Aikens blocked a Jets punt and 
returned the loose ball 11 yards. It was the second consecutive week 
reaching the end zone for Aikens, who returned a blocked PAT for two points 
against the Arizona Cardinals. 

Dion Sims caught two 1-yard TD passes from Moore, becoming the first 
Dolphins tight end with two touchdown receptions in a game since 2013. 
The other TD passes went to Kenny Stills for 52 yards in the second quarter 
and to Jarvis Landry for 66 yards in the third quarter. 

Moore became the fifth quarterback in Dolphins history to throw four or 
more touchdown passes in a game, as he joined John Stofa, Bob Griese, 
Dan Marino and Tannehill. 

The running game didn’t produce big numbers, but Jay Ajayi went over 
the 1,000-yard mark for the season by rushing for 51 yards on 19 carries. Landry went over the 1,000-yard receiving mark in the game, giving the Dolphins a 
1,000-yard rusher and receiver in the same season for the second time in franchise history (it also happened in 2011 with Reggie Bush and Brandon Marshall). 

The defense contributed to the victory with four takeaways, including the first career interception by defensive end Cameron Wake. Wake also forced 
a fumble with a sack and the loose ball was recovered by defensive tackle Ndamukong Suh. Cornerback Tony Lippett had two interception in the second 
half, including one on the final play of the game.

PHASE II
For the 2016 season, a state-of-the-art canopy was installed that keeps as many as 92 percent of fans in the shade and protected from the rain along 
with four giant high-definition video boards. 

On Aug. 17, 2016, the Miami Dolphins christened the second phase of the renovation with a landmark 18-year naming rights agreement with Hard Rock 
International to name the newly renovated facility Hard Rock Stadium.

Phase III of the renovation brought new party terraces on the 300 level of 
Hard Rock Stadium. These party terraces have a bar that services guests 
on the concourse, as well as a double-sided bar with awesome views of 
the field. Each corner includes two semi-private spaces that each can hold 
up to 100 people – creating a new experience for a total of 800 guests per 
event. The Dolphins additionally have made a commitment to donate a 
party terrace of 100 military tickets each game to local troops serving our 
country.  

Throughout Phase III of the renovation, the exterior of the facility saw 
enhancements in the redesign of the parking lots and landscaping.

The 2017 renovation brought additional luxury to the midsection of the 
stadium, renovating the BankUnited Club Level.

STEPHEN ROSS PLEDGES $1 MILLION TO LONG-TERM REBUILD AND RECOVERY EFFORTS IN 
THE AFTERMATH OF HURRICANE IRMA

Miami Dolphins players, spending their week practicing in California because of Hurricane Irma, know something about being displaced.

So when news reached the players that Central High School’s football team was basically stranded and financially strapped in Las Vegas because Irma 
ruined scheduled travel plans, the local professional team decided to provide aid for the local prep team.

Dolphins players are paying for lodging and transportation costs for the Central traveling party of 69 players, coaches and administrators -- costs that had 
rocketed for Central (pardon the pun) to multiple tens of thousands of dollars.

“I’m ecstatic because anytime you see an organization like the Dolphins think about and take care of a high school team like ourselves, that’s amazing,” 
said Central coach Roland Smith, who incidentally was drafted by the Dolphins in 1991 out of the University of Miami.

The Rockets on Friday upset three-time national champion Bishop Gorman, a private school in Summerlin, Nev. And Central is ranked No. 16 nationally by 
USA Today. But being nationally ranked doesn’t mean Central is funded like a national program.

“We don’t have a budget like the Dolphins,” Smith said. “We don’t have a budget like a college. We don’t have a national budget to stay extra days after 
a game and stuff like that.”

But that’s exactly what Central had to do because their flight back to South Florida last weekend was canceled when the storm threatened Florida. And 
other flights weren’t exactly capable of taking on 69 extra passengers at once.

So the SpringHill Suites near the Las Vegas Convention Center became home. A stay that was supposed to end Sunday will extend for some members of 
the Central party until Friday before they can finally get home. The group is leaving in staggered parties of six, seven, and eight people per flight.

The Dolphins heard of Central’s situation through various connections. Manager of youth programs Troy Drayton got a phone call informing him of the 
situation. Others read about the Central’s situation in a Miami Herald article.

Then players heard about it. A couple decided to help. And then a couple more. And then more.

Early on receiver Kenny Stills, defensive tackle Ndamukong Suh, safety Reshad Jones, and receiver Jarvis Landry agreed to contribute money to pay 
Central’s bill. Linebacker Lawrence Timmons joined in late Wednesday evening. DeVante Parker and Laremy Tunsil also joined in.

The Dolphins also worked out a deal with Dignitary Transportation and that service will pick up the Central arrivals at the airport and drop them off at the 
school.

“We don’t have big booster clubs like other schools have that can take care of things like this,” Smith said. “But when you have an organization the kids 
look up to and they step forward, it’s an awesome thing.”

coaches and team executives. Additionally, CBS Radio Miami promotes Miami Dolphins Foundation and community 
initiatives across multiple platforms.  

The preseason English radio broadcast team on Sportsradio 560 WQAM consists of three Dolphins alumni in the booth. 
Former wide receiver Jimmy Cefalo handles the play-by-play duties with former tight end Joe Rose and, for select games, 
former Hall of Fame defensive end Jason Taylor providing the game analysis. During the regular season, Cefalo and Rose 
are joined by former Hall of Fame quarterback Bob Griese serving as an analyst with former Dolphins Pro Bowl linebacker/
defensive end Kim Bokamper reporting from the sidelines.

Univision Deportes Radio 1140 AM is the Dolphins official Spanish radio broadcast partner for all preseason, regular season 
and playoff games. Raul Striker Jr. handles play-by-play duties with Eduardo Martell as a color analyst. WQBA 1140 AM 
additionally airs a pregame show and postgame show.

In their long-awaited season debut, the Dolphins pulled off a remarkable 
fourth-quarter victory.

Cody Parkey’s fourth field goal of the game, a 54-yarder with 1:05 
remaining, gave the Dolphins a 19-17 victory against the Los Angeles 
Chargers at StubHub Center. Parkey, claimed off waivers from Cleveland on 
Sept. 3, improved to 6-for-6 in his career on field goals of 50 yards or longer. 

The Dolphins clinched the victory on defense when Younghoe Koo missed 
a 44-yard field goal attempt with five seconds left. 

Parkey’s winning kick capped a 15-yard scoring drive after the Dolphins 
defense made a stop and Jakeem Grant had a 14-yard punt return. Jay Ajayi, 
who picked up where he left off last season by rushing for over 100 yards, 
started the drive with a 10-yard run. 

Parkey earlier kicked field goals of 30, 28 and 35 yards, and Jay Cutler 
threw a 29-yard touchdown pass to Kenny Stills in his first game in a Dolphins 
uniform. 

Antonio Gates for the Chargers on a 17-yard touchdown pass, which 
helped him set an NFL record for tight ends with his 112th career touchdown. 
Melvin Gordon scored on a 1-yard run and Younghoe Koo kicked a field goal 
in the first half. 

Both offenses picked up considerably in the second half, starting with the Dolphins taking the opening drive 75 yards for the Stills touchdown that tied 
the score 10-10.

The drive began with an 11-yard pass to Landry and ended when Cutler rolled right and threw on the move to Stills, who beat linebacker Jatavis Brown 
in the end zone.

	 Stephen M. Ross, Chairman and Founder of Related Companies – an 
international real estate firm – began his ownership interest in the Miami 
Dolphins in February of 2008 when he became a 50 percent partner with 
H. Wayne Huizenga in the team, Hard Rock Stadium and the surrounding 
developable land. He increased that share to a 95 percent ownership of 
the team and the stadium on Jan. 20, 2009 and assumed the responsibility 
of managing general partner of both the Dolphins and the stadium, which 
culminated one of his long-held dreams; Mr. Ross grew up in South Florida 
and the Dolphins have been a lifetime passion for him.
	 Under Mr. Ross’ leadership, the Dolphins have become one of the most 
fan-friendly teams in the National Football League. They have significantly 
expanded the Miami Dolphins Foundation’s presence in the South Florida 
community with a host of new civic and charitable initiatives. Additionally, 
Mr. Ross reached a unique agreement with Miami-Dade County in June 
2014 to modernize the home stadium of the Miami Dolphins. Phase I of 
the project was completed in time for 
the 2015 season and changed every seat 
in the stadium, rebuilt the concourses 
on the 100 and 300 levels, moved seats 
25-feet closer to the field on the north 
and south sidelines, introduced five new 
premium spaces and allowed fans to enjoy 
improved food, enhanced concourses 
and 16 new restroom facilities throughout 
the stadium. For the 2016 season, Hard 
Rock Stadium installed a state-of-the-art 
canopy that keeps as many as 92 percent 
of the spectators in the shade and 
protected from the rain and four giant 
high-definition video boards. Unveiled 
in 2017 are remodeled, modernized 
suites throughout the stadium offering 
a more intimate club space on the 200 
level with improved amenities and food. 
Also, Mr. Ross has lived up to his pledge 
to provide the coaches, support staff and 
players all of the necessary resources to 
build a winning team, including a $10 
million renovation to make the club’s 
training facility a state-of-the-art venue 
that incorporates the latest technology 
and advances. 

	 Mr. Ross is committed to supporting the community that supports 
the Dolphins. He has strengthened the reach of the Miami Dolphins 
Foundation, offering tremendous support in the areas of education, 
health, volunteerism and youth programs. In May  2013, Ross pledged to 
give more than half of his estate to philanthropic causes and charitable 
organizations, including South Florida-based institutions. The commitment 
was made through the Giving Pledge, a long-term global initiative created 
by Warren Buffett and Bill and Melinda Gates that aims to inspire deeper 
engagement in philanthropy and increase charitable giving globally. As an 
NFL owner, he is using his platform to harness the unifying power of sport 
to advance race relations across the country through the establishment of 
the nonprofit organization Ross Initiative in Sports for Equality (RISE). The 
nonprofit’s efforts have been so impactful, RISE was recognized in 2017 by 
ESPN’s Humanitarian Awards for the Stuart Scott Enspire Award. The award 
celebrates people who have taken risk and used an innovative approach 
to helping the disadvantaged through the power of sports. Ross’ efforts 
through RISE were honored as they personify the ethos of fairness, ethics, 
respect and fellowship with others. 
	 Mr. Ross graduated from the University of Michigan with a Bachelor 
of Business Administration degree and from Wayne State University Law 
School with a Juris Doctor degree. He later received a Master of Laws in 
Taxation from New York University School of Law. In 2004, the University 
of Michigan renamed its business school the Stephen M. Ross School of 
Business at the University of Michigan and in 2011, the school awarded him 
an honorary Doctor of Laws degree at its commencement.

	 Mike Tannenbaum enters his third season as the team’s executive vice 
president of football operations after he was named to the role on Jan. 6, 
2015. He originally joined the organization as a consultant in August 2014 
and has 20 years of NFL experience at various levels of NFL personnel 
departments and front offices.
	 In his role, Tannenbaum oversees and coordinates the effort of football 
operations and administration. He works together with General Manager 
Chris Grier and Head Coach Adam Gase, and other senior executives in 
implementing the philosophy of building a championship caliber football 
team. 
	 In Tannenbaum’s first two seasons he has overseen a successful 
transition to a new head coach and general manager, and helped the 
Dolphins earn their first playoff berth in eight years with a 10-6 record in 
2016. 
	 One of the team’s strategies to building a competitive roster is 
retaining its own core players. Since Tannenbaum’s arrival in 2015, the 
Dolphins have re-signed or agreed to contract extensions with several key 
players including center Mike Pouncey (2015), quarterback Ryan Tannehill 
(2017), defensive end Cameron Wake (2016 and 2017), safety Reshad Jones 
(2017), wide receiver Kenny Stills (2017), linebacker Kiko Alonso (2017) and 
defensive end Andre Branch (2017). That group has combined for nine Pro 
Bowl selections in their careers.
	 Tannenbaum has made several significant trades during his Dolphins 
tenure. He acquired Stills in 2015 from the New Orleans Saints. Stills led 
the Dolphins with nine touchdowns and finished third in the NFL with 
a 17.3 yards per reception average in 2016. Prior to the 2016 NFL draft, 
Tannenbaum swapped first-round picks with Philadelphia, moving down 
five spots and adding Alonso and cornerback Byron Maxwell. The team 
used the acquired first-round pick (No. 13 overall) on offensive lineman 
Laremy Tunsil, successfully adding three starters in exchange for one 
selection. In 2016, Alonso led the team with 115 tackles (69 solo), Maxwell 
had more passes defensed (15) than any Dolphins player since 2008 and 
Tunsil became the first Dolphin to ever start games at both guard and 
tackle as a rookie. In 2017, Tannenbaum traded a seventh-round pick to 
Jacksonville in exchange for two-time Pro Bowl tight end Julius Thomas, a 
player who previously thrived in Denver under Gase, who was his offensive 
coordinator there.
	 In his first full offseason with the Dolphins in 2015, Tannenbaum helped 
land one of the top unrestricted free agents in four-time Pro Bowl defensive 
tackle Ndamukong Suh. In 2016, Suh was named to his fifth career Pro Bowl 
after her recorded a career-high 72 tackles (41 solo). 
	 Prior to the Dolphins, Tannenbaum spent two years (2013-14) as an 
agent and principal at Priority Sports and Entertainment. He spent the 
previous 16 seasons (1997-2012) in various roles for the New York Jets, 
including his final seven years (2006-12) as the team’s executive vice 
president and general manager. During his time as general manager, the 
Jets went to the playoffs three times, won four playoff games and made two 
AFC Championship game appearances.
	 Tannenbaum began his tenure in New York as director of player 
contracts in 1997 and was promoted to assistant general manager and 
director of pro personnel in 2001. In 2004, he was elevated to the role of 
assistant general manager and senior vice president of football operations 
before taking on the role of general manager prior to the 2006 season. 
Tannenbaum’s first draft at the helm as general manager began with the 

selection of two offensive linemen, making the Jets the first team since 
the 1975 L.A. Rams to select two offensive lineman in the first round. Both 
left tackle D’Brickashaw Ferguson, chosen fourth overall, and center Nick 
Mangold, selected 29th overall, were named to various NFL All-Rookie 
teams and have since been named to multiple Pro Bowls. That draft class 
started 47 games in 2006 and helped the Jets advance to the first round of 
the NFL playoffs with a record of 10-6, a six-win improvement from the 2005 
campaign.
	 In Tannenbaum’s second draft as GM, the Jets selected two invaluable 
additions to their defense. Using the trade route, they moved up in rounds 
one and two to select cornerback Darrelle Revis and linebacker David Harris, 
respectively. Both emerged as starters as rookies. Revis quickly blossomed 
into a perennial All-Pro and Harris emerged as one of the game’s most 
consistent linebackers. The 2011 draft generated an immediate impact 
when Tannenbaum selected first-rounder Muhammed Wilkerson, who 
started all 16 games on the defensive line during his rookie season.
	 Tannenbaum began his career in the NFL with the New Orleans Saints 
in 1994 before accepting the position of player personnel assistant with the 
Cleveland Browns in 1995. He returned to the Saints for the 1996 season as 
a player personnel assistant prior to joining the Jets in 1997.
	 A native of Needham, Massachusetts, Tannenbaum earned an 
accounting degree from the University of Massachusetts-Amherst and 
graduated cum laude from Tulane University Law School. He also was 
selected to the NFL General Managers Advisory Committee in 2008 and 
appointed to the Board of Directors of the Sports Lawyers Association, 
while serving as a member of the American Bar Association in the Sports 
and Entertainment division.

MIKE TANNENBAUM
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	 In 2011, the Dolphins drafted center Mike Pouncey in the first round. 
Pouncey has developed into one of the league’s best interior linemen and 
was selected to the Pro Bowl for the third time in his career in 2015.
Ajayi wasn’t the only diamond in the rough found by the team during Grier’s 
tenure as director of college scouting. Safety Reshad Jones was a fifth-
round pick in 2010 and was named the team’s co-MVP following the 2015 
season after he became the first player in team history to record at least 100 
tackles, four interceptions and two sacks in a single season.
	 Prior to being the team’s director of college scouting, Grier served 
as an area scout with the club from 2000-02, before being promoted to 
national scout/assistant director of college scouting in 2003. Miami won the 
AFC East during his first season with the team.
	 Grier started with the Patriots as an intern in 1994. He joined the club 
on a full-time basis the following year, and served as a regional scout until 
joining the Dolphins in 2000. In 1996, Grier was part of a New England staff 
that won the AFC Championship. He helped scout several players for a 
Patriots roster that went on to win Super Bowls XXXVI, XXXVIII and XXXIX. 
Grier has worked with several of football’s most successful coaches and 
executives throughout his career and that has helped shape his football 
philosophy. His father, Bobby Grier, is the former vice president of player 
personnel for the Patriots and recently retired as a senior personnel advisor 
with the Houston Texans. Chris has also worked with and learned under 
Pro Football Hall of Famer Bill Parcells, Patriots Head Coach Bill Belichick, 
Seattle Seahawks Head Coach Pete Carroll and University of Alabama Head 
Coach Nick Saban.
Grier attended the University of Massachusetts-Amherst where he majored 
in journalism and played football for two years before injuries ended his 
career. He spent his final two years there as an undergraduate assistant.
Chris’ brother, Michael, played for the Edmonton Oilers, Washington 
Capitals, San Jose Sharks and Buffalo Sabres of the National Hockey 
League. He is currently a scout for the Chicago Blackhawks.
A native of Holliston, Mass., Grier resides in Weston with his wife, Paige, 
and their two sons, Landon and Jackson.

	 Chris Grier is entering his 18th season with the Miami Dolphins and 
second as the club’s general manager. Grier was appointed general 
manager on Jan. 4, 2016 after spending the previous nine years as the 
team’s director of college scouting.  He works together with Executive 
Vice President of Football Operations Mike Tannenbaum and Head Coach 
Adam Gase to help build a championship-caliber football team. In his role, 
Grier oversees the draft, both college and pro personnel departments and 
all scouting efforts.
	 In his first draft as general manager in 2016, Grier worked with his staff 
to bring linebacker Kiko Alonso and cornerback Byron Maxwell to Miami in 
a trade with the Philadelphia Eagles. The deal net the team the 13th pick 
of the draft, which Grier used to select guard/tackle Laremy Tunsil, who 
started 14 games as a rookie and became the first offensive lineman in 
franchise history to start at least one game at guard and tackle in his rookie 
year. Alonso went on to start 15 games and lead the team with 115 total 
tackles (69 solo), ranking No. 9 in the AFC in 2016, while Maxwell started 13 
games and had 15 passes defensed, the most by a Dolphins player since 
2008.
	 The team also drafted running back Kenyan Drake and wide receiver 
Jakeem Grant in 2016, who became just the second rookie duo in team 
history to combine for a kickoff return and punt return for a touchdown in 
the same season.
	 Grier helped turn more than half 
the roster over in 2016, as the team 
entered training camp with more than 
45 new players acquired during the 
offseason. The results were a four-
game improvement from the previous 
season, the fifth-best mark in the NFL. 
The Dolphins finished 10-6 with a 
playoff berth, the team’s best record 
and first playoff appearance since 2008.
	 As the team’s director of college 
scouting (2007-15), Grier was part of a 
front office that discovered some of the 
best collegiate players the Dolphins 
have ever drafted, including wide 
receiver Jarvis Landry and running back 
Jay Ajayi. 
	 A second-round selection in 
2014, Landry finished his first three 
NFL seasons with 288 receptions, tied 
for the most any NFL player has ever 
recorded in his first three years in the 
league. A fifth-round pick in 2015, Ajayi 
became just the fourth player in NFL 
history to post three 200-yard rushing 
games in the same season in 2016. His 
1,272 rushing yards were third all-time 
in team history and he holds three of 
the team’s six best single-game rushing 
performances. Both Landry and Ajayi 
were Pro Bowl selections following the 
2016 season.

	 Adam Gase was named the 12th head coach in Miami Dolphins history on Jan. 9, 
2016. 
	 In just his first season as an NFL head coach, Gase directed the Dolphins to a 
10-6 record and playoff berth, the team’s best record and first playoff appearance since 
2008. 
	 Miami turned its season around with a six-game winning streak following a 1-4 
start. The streak was the team’s longest since 2005 and marked just the second time 
a coach other than Don Shula led the team to six straight regular season wins. From 
Week 6 through the end of the season, the team was third in the NFL in rushing offense 
(132.9 yards per game), tied for third in sacks allowed (13), tied for fourth in takeaways 
(21) and 11th in scoring offense (25.0 points per game).
	 Halftime adjustments were also key to the team’s improvement. The Dolphins 
finished the 2016 season with a +46 point differential after halftime, which ranked No. 
8 in the NFL. The team outscored its opponents by a total of 221-175 after the break, 
including two overtime wins vs. Cleveland (9/25) and at Buffalo (12/24).
	 With Gase directing the offense, quarterback Ryan Tannehill posted the most 
efficient season of his five-year NFL career, despite being lost to a season-ending 
injury in Week 14. Tannehill completed 261-of-389 passes (67.1 pct.) for 2,995 yards 
and 19 touchdowns. His 93.5 quarterback rating, 7.7 yards per attempt and 67.1 
completion percentage were all career highs. Tannehill completed a 50-plus-yard pass 
in seven of his 13 games, which tied for the NFL lead. Both Tannehill and quarterback 
Matt Moore finished first and second in the NFL in highest red zone passer rating (min. 
six attempts), with Tannehill posting a 119.7 mark and Moore finishing second at 118.8.
	 Miami found a renewed rushing attack in Gase’s first season, led by running back 
Jay Ajayi. Despite not starting until Week 5, Ajayi totaled 261 carries for 1,272 yards 
(4.9 avg.) and eight touchdowns. His 1,272 rushing yards were third-best in Dolphins 
history and he rushed for more than 200 yards in three different games. In just the 
2016 season alone, Ajayi now holds three of the team’s top six single-game rushing 
performances and became one of just four players in NFL history to rush for 200 yards 
in three-or-more games in the same season. Ajayi’s 1,085-yard improvement from the 
2015 season was the largest of any NFL player in 2016 and he led the NFL with 1,155 
rushing yards from Week 6 through the end of the season. 
Wide receiver Jarvis Landry also had a great first year under Gase. Landry caught 94 
passes for 1,136 yards (12.1 avg.). He and Ajayi marked the second time a Dolphins 
team had produced a 1,000-yard rusher and 1,000-yard receiver in the same season. 
	 In 2015, Gase was the offensive coordinator for the Chicago Bears. Under Gase, 
the Bears implemented a balanced offensive attack that improved the team’s rushing 
totals from No. 27 in the season before Gase arrived in Chicago to No. 11 in 2015, as 
the unit averaged 25.6 more rushing yards per game. Bears quarterback Jay Cutler 
finished the 2015 season with the highest passer rating (92.3) of his career. Cutler also 
threw seven fewer interceptions than the previous season and his interception rate of 
2.3 percent was the best showing of his career for a season where he played at least 
12 games. In addition, Cutler’s yards per attempt increased by 0.8, the second-largest 
one-year increase in his career. 
	 Prior to joining the Bears, Gase spent six seasons (2009-14) with the Denver 
Broncos, during which the team compiled a 58-38 (.604) regular-season record, won 
four AFC West titles, three playoff games and an AFC Championship, including a trip 
to Super Bowl XLVIII.
	 While Gase was the Denver Broncos’ offensive coordinator in 2013 and 2014, the 
Broncos led the NFL in scoring offense (34.0 points per game), total offense (430.1 
yards per game) and passing offense (315.8 yards per game). During his two seasons 
as coordinator, seven players from the Broncos offense were named to the Pro Bowl: 
running back C.J. Anderson (2014), tackle Ryan Clady (2014), quarterback Peyton 
Manning (2013-14), wide receiver Emmanuel Sanders (2014), wide receiver Demaryius 
Thomas (2013-14), tight end Julius Thomas (2013-14) and guard Louis Vasquez (2013).
	 In 2014, the Broncos finished 12-4, winning the AFC West and earning a bye 
in the first round of the playoffs. Gase helped Denver finish second in scoring, 
averaging 30.1 points per contest. Manning continued his excellence, completing 
66.2 percent of his passes and passing for 4,727 yards and 39 touchdowns. He set 
the NFL’s career passing touchdown record on Oct. 19, 2014 against San Francisco. 
Demaryius Thomas broke the franchise’s single-season receiving record with 1,619 
receiving yards. He finished the year with 111 receptions, second in the league and a 

career high. Wide receiver Emmanuel Sanders also set career highs in both receptions 
(101) and receiving yards (1,404), ranking No. 5 in the NFL in both categories. Running 
back C.J. Anderson, who entered the 2014 season with just seven career carries, was 
instrumental in helping Denver finish the season strong. In the final seven games of the 
regular season, Anderson carried the ball 140 times for 648 yards (4.6 avg.) and eight 
touchdowns as the Broncos won five of their last seven contests. He became the first 
Denver running back since 2004 to rush for 150-plus yards in consecutive games.
	 In 2013, Gase’s first as offensive coordinator, the Broncos set NFL records in both 
points (606) and touchdowns (76) and Denver’s scoring output increased by 7.8 points 
per game. The Broncos totaled 59.4 yards per game more than they did in 2012 and led 
the NFL with 5,444 passing yards and 55 passing touchdowns. The explosive offense 
helped Denver finish the regular season 13-3, winning the AFC West and earning the 
top seed in the AFC playoffs, where the Broncos won the conference title and played 
in Super Bowl XLVIII.
	 In addition to setting NFL team records, Gase also helped Manning have the 
most prolific season of any quarterback in NFL history. Manning’s 5,477 passing yards 
and 55 passing touchdowns were both NFL records that still stand today. Manning 
earned his fifth NFL MVP award and also was honored as the Maxwell Club Player of 
the Year and AP Offensive Player of the Year.
	 In total, the Broncos set or tied 12 NFL offense and scoring records in the 2013 
season with Gase as offensive coordinator: points (606), touchdowns (76), players with 
10 or more touchdowns (5), passing first downs (293), games with 50-plus points (3), 
points in the second half (318), individual passing yards (Manning, 5,477), individual 
passing touchdowns (Manning, 55), most four-touchdown passing games (Manning, 
9), most two-touchdown passing games (Manning, 15), most 400-yard passing games 
(Peyton Manning, 4) and most 90-plus passer rating games (Manning, 15).
	 The 2013 Broncos were one of just four teams in the past five seasons (2011-15) 
to have two 1,000-yard receivers and a 1,000-yard rusher. Wide receiver Demaryius 
Thomas was fourth in the NFL with 1,430 receiving yards, while fellow receiver Eric 
Decker ranked No. 9 with 1,288. Running back Knowshon Moreno rushed for 1,038 
yards and 10 touchdowns. Denver became the only team in NFL history to have four 
players catch 10 or more touchdown passes in the same season. Demaryius Thomas led 
the way with 14 touchdown grabs, tight end Julius Thomas was second with 12, Decker 
finished with 11 and wide receiver Wes Welker totaled 10 touchdown receptions.
	 Gase served as Denver’s quarterbacks coach from 2011-12. Manning joined 
the team in 2012 following 14 seasons with the Indianapolis Colts, including a 2011 
campaign that he missed due to injury. With Gase as his position coach in 2012, 
Manning was wildly successful, finishing second in the league in passer rating (105.8), 
third in passing touchdowns (37) and sixth in passing yards (4,659). He earned the AP 
NFL Comeback Player of the Year award and was runner-up for NFL MVP. The Broncos 
won the AFC West with a 13-3 mark and finished the season on an 11-game winning 
streak. The team’s passing offense was fifth in the NFL (283.4 yards per game) and the 
club finished second in scoring (30.1 points per game) and fourth in total offense (397.9 
yards per game).
	 In 2011, Gase worked with quarterbacks Kyle Orton and Tim Tebow, helping lead 
the Broncos to the AFC West crown and a Wild Card playoff victory. Tebow rushed 
for 660 yards, the most by a quarterback in franchise history and 12th-most by an NFL 
quarterback ever. He also rushed for six touchdowns.
	 Gase joined the Broncos in 2009 as the wide receivers coach, a position he held 
for two seasons.
	 In 2010, he helped wide receiver Brandon Lloyd earn a Pro Bowl invitation after 
he led the league in receiving with 1,448 yards and 11 touchdowns. It was the first time 
a Broncos player had ever led the league in receiving yards. The 1,448 yards were 482 
more than Lloyd recorded in any other season throughout his 11-year NFL career. He 
joined Brett Perriman (Detroit, 1995) as the only two players in NFL history to record 
their first 1,400-yard campaign in their eighth season or later.
	 Gase coached another Pro Bowl wide receiver in 2009 when Brandon Marshall 
caught 101 passes for 1,120 yards (11.1 avg.) and 10 touchdowns. The 101 receptions 
were the fourth-highest mark in the league and the Pro Bowl selection was Marshall’s 
second of his young career. Marshall set a single-game NFL record with 21 receptions 
against Indianapolis on Dec. 13, 2009.
Gase spent the 2008 season as an offensive assistant for the San Francisco 49ers.
	 Prior to San Francisco, Gase held several roles for five seasons (2003-07) with the 
Detroit Lions. He coached the Lions’ quarterbacks in 2007, working with quarterback 
Jon Kitna in one of the finest seasons of his career. Kitna passed for 4,068 yards, the 
second-most in his 14-year NFL career, and 18 touchdowns. His 4,068 passing yards 
ranked No. 6 in the NFL and he finished fifth with 355 completions.
	 Gase was an offensive quality control coach for the Lions in 2006. He began his 
NFL career as a scouting/coaching assistant for the Lions, a role he held from 2003 to 
2005.
	 Gase began his coaching career as a defensive graduate assistant at LSU in 2000. 
He spent the following two seasons on the recruiting staff for Head Coach Nick Saban, 
winning a Southeastern Conference championship in 2001 and helping recruit a group 
of players that won the BCS National Championship in 2003.
	 He and his wife, Jennifer, have a daughter, McKenzie, and two sons, A.J. and 
Wyatt.
