AN EVOLUTION

   Hard Rock Stadium embarked on a multi-year renovation to make the 
facility a global entertainment destination. Privately funded by Owner 
Stephen Ross, the $500 million renovation replaced every seat within the 
bowl, rebuilt concourses with additional amenities for restrooms, retail and 
concessions and moved seats 25 feet closer to the field.

COMPREHENSIVE MODERNIZATION

   Every aspect of the facility was touched during the renovation. The 
renovation brought four high-definition video boards and the installation 
of a state-of-the-art canopy that keeps as many as 91 percent of fans 
in the shade. Remodeled, modernized suites throughout the stadium 
offer a more intimate club space with improved amenities and food, as 
well as the addition of theatre boxes, four new corner clubs and new 
landscaping bringing nearly 58,000 new trees and shrubs to the exterior of 
the stadium.

   Hard Rock Stadium is a global entertainment destination that 
encompasses art, culture, some of the best food in the region, diversity, an 
elevated fan experience and the best that Miami has to offer. 

   The venue serves as home to the Miami Dolphins, University of Miami 
football team, Orange Bowl, Super Bowl LIV and the 100th anniversary 
of the NFL, College Football Playoff National Championship in 2021, 
major concerts, international soccer and a host of world-class events.

MIAMI, FLA. – Miami Dolphins’ players Kenny Stills and Albert Wilson, alumni Mark Duper, cheerleaders and mascot TD visited 
the Miami VA Healthcare System and West Palm Beach VA Medical Center on 9/11 to honor those who have served our country.

“It’s like a healing therapy for (the patients) to see (the Dolphins 
players). We are very happy that they came out of their busy time to come and visit us today.”

“During Sept. 11, I believe I was in fourth grade. I was getting ready for school. We ended up seeing the first building hit while 
I was at home,” Stills said. “It’s a really tragic day. A day I don’t forget. So it’s really important for us to be here today and try to 
bring some happiness and put smiles on people’s faces.”   

During the visit, the Dolphins signed autographs and distributed Miami Dolphins’ T-shirts and notepads. 

“Going through what I’m going through, I’m really emotional. And for something (like the Dolphins to visit), how can you time 
it so well to make something like this happen when I’m here going through what I’m going through,” patient Dwight Artis said 
in his recovering from spinal cord surgery. “I know I’m going to get better, but this is my motivation.”

MIAMI, FLA. – The Miami Dolphins have selected SAVE Executive Director Tony Lima as the recipient of the NFL Hispanic 
Heritage Leadership Award. It was announced at a Business Equality Network luncheon sponsored by SAVE and the Miami 
Dolphins. The award, in conjunction with the NFL and the Hispanic Heritage Foundation (HHF) recognizes the contributions 
of Hispanic leaders in each NFL market. Lima will receive his trophy and $2,000 donation to SAVE at the Miami Dolphins home 
game against the Oakland Raiders on September 23, 2018 as part of Hispanic Heritage Month. 

“The vision and partnership I have experienced from the Miami Dolphins and Stephen Ross have astounded me. It’s truly been 
a pleasure working with such a forward-thinking organization that is committed to making a difference,” Lima said. “This honor 
is one shared by all at SAVE who work tirelessly to advocate for equal rights for persons of all sexual orientations and gender 
identities. It’s built on the backs of a quarter century of activists who inspire me day in and day out to strive to make a difference 
in the LGBTQ community.”

Born and raised in Miami, Lima is a first generation Cuban-American. As Executive Director, Lima oversees SAVE, South 
Florida’s leading organization dedicated to protecting people of the LGBTQ community against discrimination. Since 1993, 
SAVE has advocated for equal rights for persons of all sexual orientations and gender identities. Under his leadership, SAVE 
has had the biggest wins towards LGBTQ equality in the organization’s 25-year history: in 2015, SAVE successfully sued the state 
of Florida to legalize same-sex marriage, in 2014, SAVE passed comprehensive nondiscrimination protections for transgender 
individuals at the Miami-Dade County Commission. During his five-year tenure, the organization has endorsed and helped 
elect a record seventy-five pro-equality leaders at all levels of government. In 2016, the organization created and implemented 
a groundbreaking deep canvassing model that was scientifically proven to have a lasting effect on reducing prejudice against 
the LGBTQ community. It has since become a national model for helping change hearts and minds. 

Prior to his tenure at SAVE, Lima was Vice President of External Affairs for Frost Science Museum and was an account director 
for global marketing firm Golin’s national social justice team, developing marketing and communication strategies and 
campaigns focused on social justice issues and multicultural outreach.

Lima has a Bachelors of Arts degree in English from Florida State University and has a Masters of Science in Integrated 
Communications at Florida International University. In 2012, Lima completed the prestigious Miami Foundation Fellows 
program and also was named a Top Latino Leader by Latino Leaders Magazine. In 2013, he was named to the renowned “Top 
20 Under 40” by Brickell Magazine. Most recently, Lima completed the Rockwood Fellows Leadership Program. When he is not 
working, Lima enjoys spending time with his partner and family, especially his four nephews and niece, the reason why he has 
dedicated most of his career to social justice. 

SAVE is a grant recipient of the Miami Dolphins Football Unites program, created by Owner Stephen Ross and players and 
designed to create opportunities for South Florida-based individuals and organizations to strengthen and expand their impact 
around community engagement, education and criminal justice reform. Through the launch of the Football Unites Grant 
Program, the Dolphins are supporting SAVE’s campaign to reduce anti-LGBT prejudice and to identify and build a list of 
supportive community members.

MIAMI RETURNS TO HARD ROCK STADIUM 
LOOKING FOR 3-0 START TO 2018
The Dolphins return home to host Oakland on 
Sunday, Sept. 23 at 1 p.m. Miami is looking for its 
first 3-0 start since 2013 and just the 13th 3-0 
start in team history. The Dolphins hosted Oakland 
in 2017, a Sunday Night Football matchup the 
Raiders won 27-24. This will mark just the second 
time that Raiders Head Coach Jon Gruden has 
been the head coach in a regular-season game 
at Hard Rock Stadium. The Dolphins defeated the 
Raiders, 18-15, on Sept. 23, 2001 at the venue.

ROCKING AT HARD ROCK STADIUM
Miami wasted no time establishing a home-field 
advantage following the major renovation and 
canopy addition to Hard Rock Stadium and are 
already 1-0 at home in the 2018 season.

•	 In 2016, the first year with the canopy, the 
Dolphins went 6-2 at home, their best home 
record since 2002. 

•	 Miami had a stretch of five straight home 
victories in the middle of the 2016 season, 
which was the team’s longest home winning 
streak since 2001-02. 

•	 Miami’s 12 wins in their past 17 regular-
season games at Hard Rock Stadium is the 
team’s best 17-game home stretch since 
they went 14-4 in an 18-game stretch from 
Dec. 2, 2001 to Nov. 23, 2003.

•	 Miami has won at least four home games 
in the stadium in every season since 2010, 
despite playing just seven games at the venue 
in 2015 and 2017.

•	 The Dolphins finished with a winning record 
at Hard Rock Stadium in 2017 for the 
second consecutive year. The last time Miami 
had back-to-back winning seasons at home 
was 2001-02.

THE DOLPHINS IN ONE-SCORE GAMES
Miami picked up right where it left off in one-
score games, posting a 27-20 Week 1 victory vs. 
Tennessee and a 20-12 win at the N.Y. Jets in Week 
2. The Dolphins are 15-5 in one-score games 
(8-point margin or less) in the Adam Gase era 
(2016-present). This includes a stretch of 12-straight 
wins in one-score games from Sept. 25, 2016 – Oct. 
22, 2017.

his career.

The Dolphins slowly brought Wake back in 2016 and 
re-inserted him as a starter in Week 6 of that season. 
Since then, he is tied for fifth in the NFL with 21.0 
sacks and has helped Miami go 17-12 in its last 29 
regular season games.

Wake played the 2017 season at 35 years old and 
totaled 10.5 sacks. He became the 12th player in 
NFL history (since 1982) and just the fourth in 
the past 15 years (John Abraham, Julius Peppers 
and Terrell Suggs) to record a double-digit sack 
season at the age of 35 or older.

Jones became the first Dolphins safety to pick off two 
passes in the same game since S Sammy Knight did 
so on Dec. 20, 2004 against New England.

Jones’ first interception came off QB Marcus Mariota 
in the third quarter and was returned 26 yards. His 
second was off QB Blaine Gabbert in the fourth 
quarter with the Titans driving in an attempt to tie the 
game. After a 54-yard return, the Dolphins kicked a 
field goal to take a two-possession lead.

JONES LED NFL SAFETIES IN TACKLES
S Reshad Jones earned the second Pro Bowl selection 
of his career following the 2017 season and set a 
career high with 15 tackles (12 solo) at Kansas City in 
Week 16. Jones finished 2017 with 122 tackles (94 
solo), which led all NFL safeties and ranked No. 12 
in the league, regardless of position. His 122 stops 
also led the team. Here is a look at the NFL leaders in 
tackles at the safety position:

DEFENSE KICKS OFF 2018 WITH A BANG
The Dolphins defense has been one of the NFL’s top 
units through the first two weeks of the 2018 season.  
Miami is fourth in the NFL allowing just 16.0 
points per game and is second with just 12.5 points 
allowed per game by the defense (one opposing TD 
was scored on special teams).

The Dolphins have forced six turnovers, which is third 
in the NFL. Miami’s pass defense leads the league 
in opposing passer rating, limiting opposing QBs 
to just a 56.6 mark. The rushing defense is limiting 
opponents to just 3.3 yards per carry, the third-
lowest mark in the NFL. Miami has allowed just 
three carries of 10+ yards, tied for the fourth-best in 
the league.

DOLPHINS ADD QUINN TO PASS RUSH
The Dolphins acquired two-time Pro Bowl DE 
Robert Quinn from the L.A. Rams on March 14, 2018. 
Quinn joins DE Cameron Wake as two of the most 
productive pass rushers in the NFL in recent years.

WITH THREE BLOCKED KICKS IN 2017
The Dolphins punt and kick block units performed 
well in 2017 as the team totaled three blocked kicks. 
DT Vincent Taylor blocked field goals against the 
N.Y. Jets in Week 3 and the Baltimore Ravens in Week 
8, and DE Terrence Fede blocked a punt in Week 13 
against Denver.

GRANT TAKES IT TO THE HOUSE
After Tennessee tied the game at 10 early in the 
fourth quarter of Week 1, WR Jakeem Grant took 
the ensuing kickoff 102 yards for a touchdown. The 
return gave the Dolphins the lead back and was 
the second-longest kickoff return in team history. 
It helped Grant win AFC Special Teams Player of the 
Week honors. 

The touchdown was Miami’s first kickoff return for 
a touchdown since Nov. 6, 2016 when RB Kenyan 
Drake had a 96-yard touchdown vs. the N.Y. Jets.

Grant became the fourth player in team history 
to score touchdowns on both kickoff and punt 
returns in their Dolphins careers. He returned a 
punt for a touchdown on Oct. 9, 2016 vs. Tennessee.

On May 19, 2016, the Miami Dolphins announced a multi-year radio broadcast rights partnership with Miami’s Sportsradio 560 
WQAM, with the station becoming the official English flagship radio partner of the franchise. In addition, all Dolphins games 
are simulcast on KISS 99.9 FM “South Florida’s NEW Country” and feature expanded pre-, halftime and postgame shows. The 
games also can be heard on Dolphins.com and throughout South and Central Florida on a variety of stations that make up the 
Miami Dolphins Radio Network.

The Dolphins previously had their games broadcast on Miami’s Sportsradio 560 WQAM during the 1997-2004 and 2007-09 
seasons.

As part of the agreement, Sportsradio 560 WQAM has the English radio broadcast 
rights for all preseason, regular season and playoff games. Dolphins fans who tune into 
Miami’s Sportsradio 560 WQAM have the opportunity to listen to live broadcasts of Head 
Coach Adam Gase’s day-after-game press conferences and “Dolphins Friday,” a day of 
Dolphins-centric content on the station featuring interviews with players, coaches and 
team executives. Additionally, CBS Radio Miami promotes Miami Dolphins Foundation and 
community initiatives across multiple platforms. 

The preseason English radio broadcast team on Sportsradio 560 WQAM consists of former 
wide receiver Jimmy Cefalo handling the play-by-play duties with former tight end Joe 
Rose providing the game analysis. During the regular season, Cefalo and Rose are joined 
by former Hall of Fame quarterback Bob Griese serving as an analyst with former Dolphins 
Pro Bowl linebacker/defensive end Kim Bokamper reporting from the sidelines. 

Univision Deportes Radio 1140 AM is the Dolphins official Spanish radio broadcast partner for all preseason, 
regular season and playoff games. WQBA 1140 AM additionally airs a pregame show and postgame show.

WEEK 1

In what had to be one of the strangest season openers in NFL 
history, the Dolphins struck for big plays to defeat the Tennessee Titans 
at Hard Rock Stadium.

Jakeem Grant scored on a 102-yard kickoff return in the first minute of 
the fourth quarter to break a 10-10 tie and Ryan Tannehill later hit Kenny 
Stills with a 75-yard touchdown pass to highlight the 27-20 victory.

Reshad Jones also played a big role in the victory. His 54-yard return 
of his second interception of the game set up Jason Sanders’ 30-yard field 
goal that gave the Dolphins a 10-point cushion with 3:49 left in the fourth 
quarter. Tennessee kicked a field goal with 11 seconds left in their hope 
of pulling off a miracle comeback, but rookie Jerome Baker recovered the 
ensuing onside kick to clinch the victory.

Jones became the first Dolphins safety since 2004 to have two 
interceptions in one game.

Stills’ touchdown was his second of the game. He had a 10-yard TD 
reception in the second quarter that gave the Dolphins a 7-3 lead.

Grant’s touchdown, the second-longest kickoff return in franchise 
history behind only a 105-yarder by Mercury Morris in 1973, came right 
after Tennessee had tied the game with a 1-yard touchdown run by Dion 
Lewis. Grant became the fourth player to have punt and kickoff returns for 
touchdowns for the Dolphins, as he joined Ted Ginn Jr., Marcus Thigpen 
and Freddie Solomon.

Tennessee also scored on a kickoff return, with Darius Jennings 
answering Stills’ long touchdown with a 94-yard touchdown to make it 
24-17.

Thanks to two delays right around two hours because of lightning 
near Hard Rock Stadium, the game set a record as the longest in NFL 
history. The game lasted a little more than seven hours, easily beating 
the previous mark of 5 hours, 16 minutes, according to the Elias Sports 
Bureau.

The first delay occurred late in the second quarter and the second 
took place midway through the third quarter.

The Dolphins’ 98-yard scoring drive in the second quarter was the third-longest in team history and the longest since a 99-yard drive Sept. 24, 1989 
against the New York Jets.

The game first was delayed almost two hours because of lightning around Hard Rock Stadium. The stoppage came with 1:11 left in the first half and 
Tennessee facing a third-and-1 from its 24-yard line.

The second delay came with 6:47 left in the third quarter and lasted 2 hours and 2 minutes.

WEEK 2

The Dolphins used a big first half to produce their first 2-0 start in 
five years.

Ryan Tannehill threw two touchdown passes and the defense came 
up with two takeaways to help the Dolphins build a 20-0 lead on their way 
to a 20-12 victory against the New York Jets at MetLife Stadium.

It’s the Dolphins’ first 2-0 start since 2013 when they started 3-0.
Albert Wilson and A.J. Derby caught the touchdown passes and 

running back Kenyan Drake had the other touchdown for the Dolphins, 
who got interceptions by safety T.J. McDonald and cornerback Xavien 
Howard along with a fumble recovery by linebacker Raekwon McMillan.

Tannehill ended the first half 12-for-15 for 116 yards with two 
touchdowns and a 138.5 passer rating.

The Dolphins spoiled the first home game for Jets rookie quarterback 
Sam Darnold, who passed for 334 yards and a touchdown, but had a 74.6 
passer rating because of those two interceptions.

The Dolphins didn’t score in the second half but the offense came up 
with a clutch game-clinching drive that featured four first downs and ate 
up the final 5:56 of the game.

Frank Gore became the fourth-leading rusher in NFL history, passing 
Curtis Martin with an 8-yard run in the third quarter. He now trails only 
Emmitt Smith, Walter Payton and Barry Sanders. Gore had a key 20-yard 
reception on a fourth-quarter drive that helped the Dolphins run out the 
clock.

Tannehill was used as a runner in this game, starting from the first snap 
when he kept the ball on an option play and sprinted for a 20-yard gain before sliding. He later had a 5-yard run off a similar play. He had a key 14-yard 
gain on another keeper in the fourth quarter before clinching the victory with an 8-yard run on third-and-6 on the final play before the two-minute 
warning with the Jets out of timeouts.

Defensive end Robert Quinn again was a force along the defensive line. He induced a false start penalty, later pushed Sam Darnold into the pocket 
and right into the arms of Jordan Phillips for the Dolphins’ first sack of the season, and then had a sack himself.

Punter Matt Haack was an unsung hero in the first half as he had four punts inside the 20-yard line, including one that forced the Jets to start at 
their 4-yard line.

The Dolphins opened the scoring after their first takeaway, McDonald’s interception that he returned 31 yards to the Jets 14-yard line. After Wilson 
gained 3 yards on a Wildcat run, Drake went in almost untouched on third-and-1 thanks to some key blocks by Laremy Tunsil and Ted Larsen, the new 
starting left guard after four-time Pro Bowl selection Josh Sitton was placed on injured reserve.

McMillan’s fumble recovery at the Jets 49-yard line after fellow linebacker Kiko Alonso knocked the ball loose from wide receiver Robby Anderson 
set up the Dolphins’ second touchdown.

	 Stephen M. Ross, Chairman and Founder of Related Companies – an international real estate firm – 
began his ownership interest in the Miami Dolphins in February of 2008 when he became a 50 percent 
partner with H. Wayne Huizenga in the team, Hard Rock Stadium and the surrounding developable land. He 
increased that share to a 95 percent ownership of the team and the stadium on Jan. 20, 2009 and assumed 
the responsibility of managing general partner of both the Dolphins and the stadium, which culminated one 
of his long-held dreams; Mr. Ross grew up in South Florida and the Dolphins have been a lifetime passion for 
him.
	 Under Mr. Ross’ leadership, the Dolphins have become one of the most fan-friendly teams in the National 
Football League. They have significantly expanded the Miami Dolphins Foundation’s presence in the 
South Florida community with a host of new civic and charitable initiatives. Additionally, Mr. Ross reached 
a unique agreement with Miami-Dade County in June 2014 to modernize the home stadium of the Miami 
Dolphins. Phase I of the project was completed in time for the 2015 season and changed every seat in 
the stadium, rebuilt the concourses on the 100 and 300 levels, moved seats 25-feet closer to the field on 
the north and south sidelines, introduced five new premium spaces and allowed fans to enjoy improved 
food, enhanced concourses and 16 new restroom facilities throughout the stadium. For the 2016 season, 
Hard Rock Stadium installed a state-of-the-art canopy that keeps as many as 92 percent of the spectators in 
the shade and protected from the rain and four giant high-definition video boards. Unveiled in 2017 were 
remodeled, modernized suites throughout the stadium offering a more intimate club space on the 200 level 
with improved amenities and food. Also, Mr. Ross has lived up to his pledge to provide the coaches, support 
staff and players all of the necessary resources to build a winning team, including a $10 million renovation to 
make the club’s training facility a state-of-the-art venue that incorporates the latest technology and advances.
	 Mr. Ross is committed to supporting the community that supports the Dolphins. He has strengthened 
the reach of the Miami Dolphins Foundation, offering tremendous support in the areas of education, 
health, volunteerism and youth programs. In May  2013, Mr. Ross pledged to give more than half of his 
estate to philanthropic causes and charitable organizations, including South Florida-based institutions. The 
commitment was made through the Giving Pledge, a long-term global initiative created by Warren Buffett 
and Bill and Melinda Gates that aims to inspire deeper engagement in philanthropy and increase charitable 
giving globally. As an NFL owner, he is using his platform to harness the unifying power of sport to advance 
race relations across the country through the establishment of the nonprofit organization Ross Initiative in 
Sports for Equality (RISE). The nonprofit’s efforts have been so impactful, RISE was recognized in 2017 by 
ESPN’s Humanitarian Awards for the Stuart Scott Enspire Award. The award celebrates people who have 
taken risk and used an innovative approach to helping the disadvantaged through the power of sports. Mr. 
Ross’ efforts through RISE were honored as they personify the ethos of fairness, ethics, respect and fellowship 
with others.
	 Mr. Ross graduated from the University of Michigan with a Bachelor of Business Administration degree 
and from Wayne State University Law School with a Juris Doctor degree. He later received a Master of Laws 
in Taxation from New York University School of Law. In 2004, the University of Michigan renamed its business 
school the Stephen M. Ross School of Business at the University of Michigan and in 2011, the school awarded 
him an honorary Doctor of Laws degree at its commencement.

	 Mike Tannenbaum enters his fourth season as the team’s executive vice president of football operations after 
he was named to the role on Jan. 6, 2015. He originally joined the organization as a consultant in August 2014 
and has more than 20 years of NFL experience at various levels of NFL personnel departments and front offices.
	 In his role, Tannenbaum oversees and coordinates the effort of football operations and administration. He 
works together with General Manager Chris Grier and Head Coach Adam Gase and other senior executives 
in implementing the philosophy of building a championship caliber football team. In Tannenbaum’s first three 
seasons, he has overseen a successful transition to a new head coach and general manager, and helped the 
Dolphins earn their first playoff berth in eight years with a 10-6 record in 2016.
	 Tannenbaum has made several significant trades during his Dolphins tenure. He acquired wide receiver 
Kenny Stills in 2015 from the New Orleans Saints. Stills led the Dolphins with nine touchdowns and finished third 
in the NFL with a 17.3 yards per reception average in 2016. Prior to the 2016 NFL draft, Tannenbaum swapped 
first-round picks with Philadelphia, moving down five spots and adding linebacker Kiko Alonso and cornerback 
Byron Maxwell. The team used the acquired first-round pick (No. 13 overall) on offensive lineman Laremy Tunsil, 
successfully adding three starters in exchange for one selection. In 2016, Alonso led the team with 115 tackles 
(69 solo), Maxwell had more passes defensed (15) than any Dolphins player since 2008 and Tunsil became the 
first Dolphin to ever start games at both guard and tackle as a rookie.
	 Tannenbaum has been instrumental in getting long-term contract extensions done with some of the 
Dolphins’ top players. He renegotiated quarterback Ryan Tannehill’s contract in 2017 and 2018 as one of the 
most modest contracts for a starting quarterback in the NFL. Tannenbaum also extended Pro Bowl defensive 
end Cameron Wake’s deal in 2016 and 2017 and reached an extension with Pro Bowl safety Reshad Jones in 
2017.
	 Prior to the Dolphins, Tannenbaum spent two years (2013-14) as an agent and principal at Priority Sports and 
Entertainment. He spent the previous 16 seasons (1997-2012) in various roles for the New York Jets, including 
his final seven years (2006-12) as the team’s executive vice president and general manager. During his time 
as general manager, the Jets went to the playoffs three times, won four playoff games and made two AFC 
Championship game appearances.
	 Tannenbaum began his tenure in New York as director of player contracts in 1997 and was promoted to 
assistant general manager and director of pro personnel in 2001. In 2004, he was elevated to the role of assistant 
general manager and senior vice president of football operations before taking on the role of general manager 
prior to the 2006 season. Tannenbaum’s first draft at the helm as general manager began with the selection of 
two offensive linemen, making the Jets the first team since the 1975 L.A. Rams to select two offensive linemen 
in the first round. Both left tackle D’Brickashaw Ferguson, chosen fourth overall, and center Nick Mangold, 
selected 29th overall, were named to various NFL All-Rookie teams and have since been named to multiple 
Pro Bowls. That draft class started 47 games in 2006 and helped the Jets advance to the first round of the NFL 
playoffs with a record of 10-6, a six-win improvement from the 2005 campaign.
	 In Tannenbaum’s second draft as GM, the Jets selected two invaluable additions to their defense. Using the 
trade route, they moved up in rounds one and two to select cornerback Darrelle Revis and linebacker David 
Harris, respectively. Both emerged as starters as rookies. Revis quickly blossomed into a perennial All-Pro and 
Harris emerged as one of the game’s most consistent linebackers. The 2011 draft generated an immediate 
impact when Tannenbaum selected first-rounder Muhammed Wilkerson, who started all 16 games on the 
defensive line during his rookie season.
	 Tannenbaum began his career in the NFL with the New Orleans Saints in 1994 before accepting the position 
of player personnel assistant with the Cleveland Browns in 1995. He returned to the Saints for the 1996 season 
as a player personnel assistant prior to joining the Jets in 1997.
	 A native of Needham, Massachusetts, Tannenbaum earned an accounting degree from the University of 
Massachusetts-Amherst and graduated cum laude from Tulane University Law School. He also was selected 
to the NFL General Managers Advisory Committee in 2008 and appointed to the board of directors of the 
Sports Lawyers Association, while serving as a member of the American Bar Association in the sports and 
entertainment division.

	 Chris Grier is entering his 19th season with the Miami Dolphins and third as the club’s general manager. 
Grier was appointed general manager on Jan. 4, 2016 after spending the previous nine years as the team’s 
director of college scouting. He works together with Executive Vice President of Football Operations Mike 
Tannenbaum and Head Coach Adam Gase to help build a championship-caliber football team. In his role, 
Grier oversees the draft, both college and pro personnel departments and all scouting efforts.
	 The 2017 draft saw Grier and his personnel department net several key contributors. The Dolphins finished 
the season with 10 rookies on the active roster and four more on injured reserve or non-football illness 
lists. Miami was one of just three teams to play eight rookies on defense and one of just six to have at least 
four rookies start games on defense. Six undrafted rookie free agents contributed to the team that season. 
Defensive tackle Davon Godchaux finished his rookie campaign fourth among all NFL defensive linemen with 
40 tackles (26 solo), despite being a fifth-round pick.
	 In his first draft as general manager in 2016, Grier worked with his staff to bring linebacker Kiko Alonso 
and cornerback Byron Maxwell to Miami in a trade with the Philadelphia Eagles. The deal net the team the 
13th pick of the draft, which Grier used to select offensive lineman Laremy Tunsil, who started 14 games as a 
rookie and became the first offensive lineman in franchise history to start at least one game at both guard and 
tackle in his rookie year. Alonso went on to start 15 games and lead the team with 115 total tackles (69 solo), 
ranking No. 9 in the AFC in 2016, while Maxwell started 13 games and had 15 passes defensed, the most by 
a Dolphins player since 2008.
	 The team also drafted running back Kenyan Drake and wide receiver Jakeem Grant in 2016, who became 
just the second rookie duo in team history to combine for a kickoff return and punt return for a touchdown 
in the same season. Cornerback Xavien Howard posted four interceptions in his sophomore season in 2017, 
including two interceptions of Patriots quarterback Tom Brady on Dec. 11, becoming the first player since 
Nov. 16, 2014 (Indianapolis’ Mike Adams) to pick Brady off twice in the same game.
	 Grier helped turn more than half the roster over in 2016, as the team entered training camp with more than 
45 new players acquired during the offseason. The results were a four-game improvement from the previous 
season, the fifth-best mark in the NFL. The Dolphins finished 10-6 with a playoff berth, the team’s best record 
and first playoff appearance since 2008.
	 As the team’s director of college scouting (2007-15), Grier was part of a front office that discovered 
numerous Pro Bowl players. During that time, the Dolphins drafted seven players that have combined for 14 
Pro Bowl selections with the team. The list includes tackle Jake Long (2008-10), defensive tackle Paul Soliai 
(2011), punter Brandon Fields (2013), center Mike Pouncey (2013-15), safety Reshad Jones (2015; 2017), wide 
receiver Jarvis Landry (2015-17) and running back Jay Ajayi (2016).
	 Grier also did a good job of finding value late in drafts. Jones was a fifth-round pick in 2010 and was 
named the team’s co-MVP following the 2015 season after he became the first player in team history to record 
at least 100 tackles, four interceptions and two sacks in a season. Ajayi was also a fifth-round pick (2015) and 
became the fourth player in NFL history to rush for 200 yards in three games during the same season. Ajayi’s 
1,272 rushing yards in 2016 were third-most in Dolphins history.
	 Prior to being the team’s director of college scouting, Grier served as an area scout with the club from 
2000-02, before being promoted to national scout/assistant director of college scouting in 2003. Miami won 
the AFC East during his first season with the team.
	 Grier started with the New England Patriots as an intern in 1994. He joined the club on a full-time basis the 
following year, and served as a regional scout until joining the Dolphins in 2000. In 1996, Grier was part of a 
New England staff that won the AFC Championship. He helped scout several players for a Patriots roster that 
went on to win Super Bowls XXXVI, XXXVIII and XXXIX.
	 Grier has worked with several of football’s most successful coaches and executives throughout his career 
and that has helped shape his football philosophy. His father, Bobby Grier, is the former vice president of 
player personnel for the Patriots and recently retired as a senior personnel advisor with the Houston Texans. 
Chris has also worked with and learned under Pro Football Hall of Famer Bill Parcells, Patriots Head Coach 
Bill Belichick, Seattle Seahawks Head Coach Pete Carroll and University of Alabama Head Coach Nick Saban.
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	 Grier attended the University of Massachusetts-Amherst where he majored in journalism and played 
football for two years before injuries ended his career. He spent his final two years there as an undergraduate 
assistant.
	 Chris’ brother, Michael, played for the Edmonton Oilers, Washington Capitals, San Jose Sharks and 
Buffalo Sabres of the National Hockey League. He is currently an assistant coach for the New Jersey Devils.
	 A native of Holliston, Mass., Grier resides in Weston with his wife, Paige, and their two sons, Landon and 
Jackson.

	 Adam Gase was named the 12th head coach in Miami Dolphins history on Jan. 9, 2016. He holds a 16-16 
record (.500) after his first two seasons as head coach.
	 As Miami’s offensive play-caller, Gase helped engineer some memorable come-from-behind victories in 
2017. In Week 6, the Dolphins overcame a 17-0 second-half deficit on the road against Atlanta, the defending 
NFC champions. The comeback was the team’s largest since overcoming a 21-point deficit in 2005 and the 
team’s largest road comeback win since the “Fake Spike” game in 1994. The following week, the Dolphins 
overcame a 14-point fourth-quarter deficit to defeat the New York Jets. Gase also helped running back Kenyan 
Drake lead the NFL in rushing with 444 yards during the final five weeks of the season.
	 In just his first season as an NFL head coach in 2016, Gase directed the Dolphins to a 10-6 record and playoff 
berth, the team’s best record and first playoff appearance since 2008. Miami turned its season around with a 
six-game winning streak following a 1-4 start. The streak was the team’s longest since 2005 and marked just 
the second time a coach other than Don Shula led the team to six straight regular season wins. From Week 6 
through the end of the season, the team was third in the NFL in rushing offense (132.9 yards per game), tied for 
third in sacks allowed (13), tied for fourth in takeaways (21) and 11th in scoring offense (25.0 points per game). 
Halftime adjustments were also key to the team’s improvement. The Dolphins finished the 2016 season with a 
+46 point differential after halftime, which ranked No. 8 in the NFL. The team outscored its opponents by a total 
of 221-175 after the break, including overtime wins vs. Cleveland (9/25) and at Buffalo (12/24).
	 With Gase directing the offense, quarterback Ryan Tannehill posted the most efficient season of his five-
year NFL career, despite being lost to a season-ending injury in Week 14. Tannehill completed 261-of-389 
passes (67.1 pct.) for 2,995 yards and 19 touchdowns. His 93.5 quarterback rating, 7.7 yards per attempt and 
67.1 completion percentage were all career highs. Tannehill completed a 50-plus-yard pass in seven of his 13 
games, which tied for the NFL lead. Tannehill and quarterback Matt Moore finished first and second in the NFL 
in highest red zone passer rating (min. six attempts), with Tannehill posting a 119.7 mark and Moore finishing 
second at 118.8.
	 In 2015, Gase was the offensive coordinator for the Chicago Bears. Under Gase, the Bears implemented a 
balanced offensive attack that improved the team’s rushing totals from No. 27 in the season before Gase arrived 
in Chicago to No. 11 in 2015, as the unit averaged 25.6 more rushing yards per game. Bears quarterback Jay 
Cutler finished the 2015 season with the highest passer rating (92.3) of his career. Cutler also threw seven fewer 
interceptions than the previous season and his interception rate of 2.3 percent was the best showing of his 
career for a season where he played at least 12 games. In addition, Cutler’s yards per attempt increased by 0.8, 
the second-largest one-year increase in his career.
	 Prior to joining the Bears, Gase spent six seasons (2009-14) with the Denver Broncos, during which the team 
compiled a 58-38 (.604) regular-season record, won four AFC West titles, three playoff games and an AFC 
Championship, including a trip to Super Bowl XLVIII.
	 While Gase was the Denver Broncos’ offensive coordinator in 2013 and 2014, the Broncos led the NFL in 
scoring offense (34.0 points per game), total offense (430.1 yards per game) and passing offense (315.8 yards 
per game). During his two seasons as coordinator, seven players from the Broncos offense were named to the 
Pro Bowl: running back C.J. Anderson (2014), tackle Ryan Clady (2014), quarterback Peyton Manning (2013-14), 
wide receiver Emmanuel Sanders (2014), wide receiver Demaryius Thomas (2013-14), tight end Julius Thomas 
(2013-14) and guard Louis Vasquez (2013).
	 In 2014, the Broncos finished 12-4, winning the AFC West and earning a bye in the first round of the 
playoffs. Gase helped Denver finish second in scoring, averaging 30.1 points per contest. Manning continued 
his excellence, completing 66.2 percent of his passes and passing for 4,727 yards and 39 touchdowns. He 
set the NFL’s career passing touchdown record on Oct. 19, 2014 against San Francisco. Demaryius Thomas 
broke the franchise’s single-season receiving record with 1,619 receiving yards. He finished the year with 111 
receptions, second in the league and a career high. Wide receiver Emmanuel Sanders also set career highs in 
both receptions (101) and receiving yards (1,404), ranking No. 5 in the NFL in both categories. Running back 
C.J. Anderson, who entered the 2014 season with just seven career carries, was instrumental in helping Denver 
finish the season strong. In the final seven games of the regular season, Anderson carried the ball 140 times for 
648 yards (4.6 avg.) and eight touchdowns as the Broncos won five of their last seven contests. He became the 
first Denver running back since 2004 to rush for 150-plus yards in consecutive games.
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	 In 2013, Gase’s first as offensive coordinator, the Broncos set NFL records in both points (606) and touchdowns 
(76) and Denver’s scoring output increased by 7.8 points per game. The Broncos totaled 59.4 yards per game 
more than they did in 2012 and led the NFL with 5,444 passing yards and 55 passing touchdowns. The explosive 
offense helped Denver finish the regular season 13-3, winning the AFC West and earning the top seed in the 
AFC playoffs, where the Broncos won the conference title and played in Super Bowl XLVIII.
	 In addition to setting NFL team records, Gase also helped Manning have the most prolific season of any 
quarterback in NFL history. Manning’s 5,477 passing yards and 55 passing touchdowns were both NFL records 
that still stand today. Manning earned his fifth NFL MVP award and also was honored as the Maxwell Club Player 
of the Year and AP Offensive Player of the Year.
	 In total, the Broncos set or tied 12 NFL offense and scoring records in the 2013 season with Gase as offensive 
coordinator: points (606), touchdowns (76), players with 10 or more touchdowns (5), passing first downs (293), 
games with 50-plus points (3), points in the second half (318), individual passing yards (Manning, 5,477), 
individual passing touchdowns (Manning, 55), most four-touchdown passing games (Manning, 9), most two-
touchdown passing games (Manning, 15), most 400-yard passing games (Peyton Manning, 4) and most 90-plus 
passer rating games (Manning, 15).
	 The 2013 Broncos were one of just four teams in the previous five seasons (2011-15) to have two 1,000-yard 
receivers and a 1,000-yard rusher. Wide receiver Demaryius Thomas was fourth in the NFL with 1,430 receiving 
yards, while fellow receiver Eric Decker ranked No. 9 with 1,288. Running back Knowshon Moreno rushed for 
1,038 yards and 10 touchdowns. Denver became the only team in NFL history to have four players catch 10 
or more touchdown passes in the same season. Demaryius Thomas led the way with 14 touchdown grabs, 
tight end Julius Thomas was second with 12, Decker finished with 11 and wide receiver Wes Welker totaled 10 
touchdown receptions.
	 Gase served as Denver’s quarterbacks coach from 2011-12. Manning joined the team in 2012 following 14 
seasons with the Indianapolis Colts, including a 2011 campaign that he missed due to injury. With Gase as his 
position coach in 2012, Manning was wildly successful, finishing second in the league in passer rating (105.8), 
third in passing touchdowns (37) and sixth in passing yards (4,659). He earned the AP NFL Comeback Player of 
the Year award and was runner-up for NFL MVP. The Broncos won the AFC West with a 13-3 mark and finished 
the season on an 11-game winning streak. The team’s passing offense was fifth in the NFL (283.4 yards per 
game) and the club finished second in scoring (30.1 points per game) and fourth in total offense (397.9 yards 
per game).
	 In 2011, Gase worked with quarterbacks Kyle Orton and Tim Tebow, helping lead the Broncos to the AFC 
West crown and a Wild Card playoff victory. Tebow rushed for 660 yards, the most by a quarterback in franchise 
history and 12th-most by an NFL quarterback ever. He also rushed for six touchdowns.
	 Gase joined the Broncos in 2009 as the wide receivers coach, a position he held for two seasons.
	 In 2010, he helped wide receiver Brandon Lloyd earn a Pro Bowl invitation after he led the league in receiving 
with 1,448 yards and 11 touchdowns. It was the first time a Broncos player had ever led the league in receiving 
yards. The 1,448 yards were 482 more than Lloyd recorded in any other season throughout his 11-year NFL 
career. He joined Brett Perriman (Detroit, 1995) as the only two players in NFL history to record their first 1,400-
yard campaign in their eighth season or later.
	 Gase coached another Pro Bowl wide receiver in 2009 when Brandon Marshall caught 101 passes for 1,120 
yards (11.1 avg.) and 10 touchdowns. The 101 receptions were the fourth-highest mark in the league and the 
Pro Bowl selection was Marshall’s second of his young career. Marshall set a single-game NFL record with 21 
receptions against Indianapolis on Dec. 13, 2009.
	 Gase spent the 2008 season as an offensive assistant for the San Francisco 49ers.
	 Prior to San Francisco, Gase held several roles for five seasons (2003-07) with the Detroit Lions. He coached 
the Lions’ quarterbacks in 2007, working with quarterback Jon Kitna in one of the finest seasons of his career. 
Kitna passed for 4,068 yards, the second-most in his 14-year NFL career, and 18 touchdowns. His 4,068 passing 
yards ranked No. 6 in the NFL and he finished fifth with 355 completions.
	 Gase was an offensive quality control coach for the Lions in 2006. He began his NFL career as a scouting/
coaching assistant for the Lions, a role he held from 2003 to 2005.
	 Gase began his coaching career as a defensive graduate assistant at LSU in 2000. He spent the following two 
seasons on the recruiting staff for Head Coach Nick Saban, winning a Southeastern Conference championship 
in 2001 and helping recruit a group of players that won the BCS National Championship in 2003.
	 He and his wife, Jennifer, have a daughter, McKenzie, and two sons, A.J. and Wyatt.
